Drawing on professional and scholarly sources, discuss the evaluation of any one of the 
following areas: organization of information; information resource collections; information 
services; and information systems and technology. Explain two applicable evaluation methods, 
and discuss how the results of evaluation are used to improve the effectiveness of 
library/information/knowledge services and operations.
